INCLEMENT WEATHER PROCEDURES FOR CARDINAL USER LABS

Please use the procedures below in the event of situations where inclement weather or other
events may impact Cardinal user labs.

In all cases, use your judgment during inclement weather, whether a delay or cancellation is

posted or not.

1. If inclement weather is in the forecast for any of the Cardinal labs, the Cardinal Project will
attempt to make a decision the day before regarding any lab cancellations or delays. Note,
once the decision is made to cancel, that decision will be final (at any stage in the process).

If the decision is to cancel, a message will be posted on the Cardinal website homepage

3. If the decision is to delay, the Cardinal Project will determine the start time and a message
will be posted on the Cardinal website homepage

4. If the Cardinal Project has not made a decision the day before to cancel or delay a lab, and
the weather worsens and/or State or Local governments announce closures or delays,
attendees and trainers should use the table below to stay informed (in addition to the
Cardinal website homepage):
